§ Laundry can be done for children that are of the age that they 
constantly soil their clothes;                              

§ Adult clothing cannot be put into the washing machine at the same 
time as childrenΩs clothing;                      

§ Taking stains out of clothes is allowed; 

§ If you have no clean clothes you may wash one article of clothing as 
necessary; - - - it is better to wash clothing than to buy new clothing 
(as opposed to chol hamoed);  

§ if you have no clean clothing for shabbos you may wash clothing, but 
giving it to a non Jewish cleaner is preferred; 

§ Shoes may be polished;  

§ Linen nay be washed for guests.

§ Wearing new or freshly laundered clothing is not allowed;   

§ New or freshly washed underwear and socks are allowed to be worn; 

§ New and freshly laundered clothing should be worn before the nine 
days; 

§ Each should be worn for the amount of time that it will take to 
remove the άfreshnessέ from them; 

§ Putting the clothing on the floor to take out the άfreshnessέ is fine; 

§ Lying down on the clothes to take out the άfreshnessέ is also fine; 

§ For Shabbos, new or freshly laundered clothing may be worn.
